Proper Goals 

· Wrong Goals

· To build a great name for the Evangelist

· To have a big report of many filled with the Holy Ghost

· To pack out the auditorium with crowds

· Correct Goals

· To lift up and exalt Jesus

· To attract the unsaved to the service

· To hold the sinner’s interest and keep him attending

· To bring the sinner under conviction and to a place of decision

· To see sinners baptized and filled with the Holy Ghost

· To allow the Holy Spirit to full direct the meeting

· To solidly build upon the word so that after the Revival Crusade is finished, the local church will be stronger


Preparation for the Service

· An evangelist must…

· Must have the mind of God

· Guard against being mechanical with preaching the same sermon

· Allow messages to be fresh and living

· Plan and review every detail of the service

· Pray and study for hours before each service

United Effort

· Must be a united teamwork among all the workers of a gospel service

· Evangelist, pastor, ushers, altar workers, musicians, singers, etc.

· What is the most important thing?

· That the Holy Spirit should be in charge

The Gospel Service

· Principles of a gospel service

· No two services will be exactly alike

· Service should be cheerful with good music

· Everyone should be encouraged to participate

· Provision should be made for…

· Prayer for the sick

· Ministry to the children present

· Testimony service

The Gospel Service

Principles of a gospel service

· Emphasis should be placed upon…

· Worship

· Prayer with seekers for the Holy Ghost

· The service must be a lively one but wholly led by the Holy Ghost

· The entire service should be planned to work towards a great climax, that of the altar call and altar service

· The service should not drag on and on, but be dismissed at the top note of blessing

The Evangelist’s Sermon

· What should an evangelist do?

· Preach the word

· Do not strive to entertain

· Use language that everyone can understand

· Do not preach at them

· Do not ridicule or insult

· Leave other church groups

· Have a great deal of variety in your messages

· Emphasize the nearness of our Lord’s return

· Above everything else yield to the Holy Spirit

· Know when to quit
